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The Czech Republic and Germany are connected by more than
just a shared border. For centuries, the two countries have
enjoyed a lively exchange — politically, economically, but

above all culturally and in literature.

Common roots, different paths: Germany and Czechia both belong to the
Central European cultural sphere. Cities such as Prague, Dresden, and
Munich were hubs of trade, art, and learning for centuries. The Habsburg
Monarchy, the Holy Roman Empire, and later the upheavals of the 20th
century had a profound impact on Czechia and Germany. And yet, different
national self-images developed: while Germany long struggled between
federalism and centralism, Czechia defined itself particularly strongly through
language and culture as an expression of national identity – a legacy of the
Czech national movement in the 19th century.

This dialogue is particularly evident in literature. The German canon, with
Goethe, Schiller, Thomas Mann, Christa Wolf, and Anna Seghers, stands for
humanism, enlightenment, and critical engagement with history and guilt.
Czech literature, with authors such as Karel Čapek, Milan Kundera, Bohumil
Hrabal, Božena Němcová, and Lenka Reinerová, is characterized by subtle
irony, existential depth, and the processing of political constraints. A key
figure between the two worlds is Franz Kafka: writing in German, living in
Prague, equally influenced by Czech and German culture. His texts show
how fluid cultural boundaries can be and how much the two traditions
pervade each other.

Differences and similarities can also be seen in attitudes towards life.
German culture traditionally tends towards a systematic approach, order and
philosophical insight, while Czech culture often cultivates a quiet, self-
deprecating humor and focuses on the absurdity of everyday life.
Nevertheless, both share a certain melancholy and a deep sensitivity to
historical ruptures. This closeness is particularly evident in music, theater,
and film: from Bach and Beethoven to Dvořák and Smetana, from large
opera houses to small stages where social issues are discussed. Coffee
house culture, as a meeting place for artists, writers, and intellectuals, is also
part of their shared heritage.

Today, cultural exchange is more intense than ever. Translations, joint
festivals, theater and film projects show that differences do not have to
divide, but can serve as a source of inspiration. Czechia and Germany
remain cultural neighbors with different voices, but similar questions about
freedom, identity, and responsibility. It is precisely this ongoing dialogue that
constitutes the richness of both cultures and invites us to read, listen, and
understand across borders.
